The second largest groups of the backward
classes of the unprivileged section consist
of scheduled tribes. The scheduled tribes are
generally called as tribal people, survived
with their unchanging way of life for centuries.
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They are still in primitive stage and are far
from the impact of modern civilization. They
live in the forest area, hilly regions,
mountainous places and deep valleys. They
are known by various names such as
primitive tribes, animists, jungle people,
adivasis and so on. Dr. Das and Das have
referred to them as submerged humanity,
Gandhiji called them Girijans and the
Constitution of India has referred to them as
the Scheduled Tribes. The term Tribe is now
here defined in the Constitution and in fact
there is no satisfactory definition for the same.
Though the Indian Constitution has not
defined clearly the term Tribe, Article 336 (25)
of the Constitution says that Scheduled
Tribes are the tribes or tribal communities or
parts of or groups within such tribes or tribal
communities which the Indian President may
specify by public notification under Article
342 (1). The tribal population are devided into
three zones, namely North-Eastern Zone
inhabitant by Gurung, Rabha, Garo, Khasi.

Sema and so on, Central Zone by Bhuyain,
Santal, Oraon, Kharia and so on and
Southern zone by Kurumba, Malayan, Soliga,
Kanikkar etc. Tribals are suffering from many
problems as, cultural, social, geographical,
economic, educational health and sanitation
etc. Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru in 1957 in his
foreword to Varrier Elwin’s. “The philosophy
for NEFA” has laid down in five principles that
is Panchasheela, the policy of integration.
Organisation such as Indian Red Cross
Society, the Viswa Hindu Parishad, Bharatiya
Adim Jyothi Sevak Sangha, the Ramkrishna
Mission, The Bhill Seva Mandal etc carry on
welfare activities among the tribals for their
upliftment.
